1 Hardware and soft- and firmware up-dates  MAS-100 NT 

Definitions about the following terms: 
 
Hardware :  Hardware means the physical components of a computer system. 
 
Software:  Computer software, or just software (freeware) is a general term used to describe a 

collection of computer programs, procedures and documentation that perform some task 
on a computer system.  

 
Firmware :  Firmware is software programmed resident to electrically programmable memory  

devices. 
 
Up-dates : Up-dates (also known as service patches) are software programs which do correct, add 

or change some of the original programmed parameters. Up-dates are always 
improvements either from customer requests or factory inputs.
